The Mobile Library Car (MPK) is one of the breakthrough services provided by the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service in optimizing its role as an informal government institution whose function is to educate the nation's life according to the mandate of Pancasila and the 1945 Constitution. This study uses a qualitative descriptive methodology and provides convenience in this study, researchers used 3 steps in data collection, namely conducting observations, interviews and literature review. The existence of the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service by providing various types of services, one of which is the Mobile Library Car (MPK) as an informal education provider institution in order to fulfill the mandate stated in the 1945 Constitution and the foundation for the formation of the Indonesian State Government, especially in the intellectual life of the nation, because every Citizen has the right to receive education both through formal and informal channels in order to develop their personal potential which aims to increase knowledge, insight and intelligence. This cannot be separated from the role and support of many parties, both the government, educational institutions and the community as stake holders.

Abstrak
Mobil Perpustakaan Keliling (MPK) merupakan salah satu layanan terobosan yang diberikan Dinas Perpustakaan dan Kearsipan Kota Pangkalpinang dalam mengoptimalkan perannya sebagai lembaga informal pemerintah yang fungsinya mencerdaskan kehidupan bangsa sesuai amanat Pancasila dan UUD 1945. Penelitian ini menggunakan metodologi deskriptif kualitatif dan memberikan kemudahan dalam penelitian ini, peneliti menggunakan 3 langkah dalam pengumpulan data yaitu melakukan observasi, wawancara dan tinjauan pustaka. 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INTRODUCTION
Based on the Preamble to the 1945 Constitution as a fundamental state law, the purpose of the formation of the government refers to the Constitution, namely to make the life of the nation intelligent, and this is further strengthened in the Body of the 1945 Constitution after the Amendment, namely that every citizen has the right to education. Education is a learning process to develop a person's personal potential which aims to increase knowledge, insight and intelligence. Education can be obtained from formal or informal channels by using learning media, one of which is reading books contained in Article 31 paragraph (1). (UUD of the Republic of Indonesia, 1945) From the basic things above, the library institution was created as a form of the country's seriousness in realizing The 1945 Constitution in the concept of intelligence for the life of the nation. The presence of libraries as institutions providing informal education is very necessary in order to realize the goal of making the nation's life smarter, in this case the young generation is the hope of the nation, and this effort requires the support of many parties so that it can be carried out well. Based on library legislation, it is explained that a library is an institution that focuses on managing all collection materials from written works, printed works and recorded works produced by the community in a professional manner using a standard system so that all needs are met in terms of preservation, education, research, recreation. and user information. The library institution was founded as an embodiment of the hope of lifelong learning which is oriented towards democracy, justice, professionalism, integrity, openness and partnership. This is in accordance with the function of a library institution itself, namely as a vehicle for increasing the love of reading and broadening insight and knowledge by producing intelligent, creative and innovative people. (Law No. 43 of 2007, 2007) However, not all people can easily get access to use library services directly. For this reason, libraries need to innovate, namely by providing library services that can move dynamically. The Mobile Library Car Service (MPK) organized by the Pangkalpinang City Archives and Library Service is a form of library service using a car that has been specifically designed as a mobile library with the aim of socializing, interacting and making it easier for the public to access the facilities provided. According to Seno Tri Bayu Aji, mobile libraries are a form of tool for implementing non-formal education that seeks to participate in making the nation's life more intelligent, as mandated by the 1945 Constitution (Aji & Heriyanto, 2013). So it can be concluded that the mobile library car service is one of the service media to foster interest and reading culture for the community, especially in Pangkalpinang City, especially aimed at school age children, government institutions and the general public who cannot come to visit the library directly. general. Providing a mobile library car service is not only aimed at fostering interest in reading but can also foster children's creativity in thinking and learning. Based on the background above, the researcher tried to carry out a utilization analysis according to the observations made by the researcher and explained descriptively. The formulation of the problem in this research is How to Use Mobile Library Car Services to Develop School Children's Interest in Reading in Pangkalpinnag City Regency.

RESEARCH METHODS
The research methodology used in preparing this journal is qualitative research with a descriptive research type to determine the role of Mobile Library Cars in developing interest in reading in the people of Pangkalpinang City. The author chose a qualitative method because he wanted to know more clearly and in depth about the perspective of library users regarding the services they receive. from providing access to the use of mobile library cars in Pangkalpinang City. In order to obtain the information that researchers need in the process of making this journal, researchers used 3 steps in collecting data, namely using observation, interviews and literature. According to Sugiyono, qualitative research is a type of research methodology that is based on the use of analysis based on instruments at the research location, data collection techniques and analysis that are qualitative in nature but place greater emphasis on meaning. (Sugiyono 2013
LITERATURE REVIEW
A. Public Library
The Library Law states that libraries are divided into several forms, including public libraries, national libraries, university libraries, special libraries and madrasa/school libraries. Each institution is unique and creative in providing services to the community in information retrieval (UU No. 43 of 2007, 2007). Public libraries are libraries created for the community with the aim of providing lifelong learning regardless of age, gender, ethnicity, race, religion and social or economic status.
Public library institutions, in particular, are organized by government institutions, including provincial governments, city/district, sub-district and village governments, and can also be created by the community. The Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service is a public library institution organized by the city government whose library materials assist in the process of preserving the cultural forms of the city of Pangkalpinang and help create an intelligent, creative and innovative community in the city of Pangkalpinang so that the intelligent life of the nation can be realized in accordance with the mandate of the 1945 Constitution. In this way, the Pangkalpinang City Library Service is developing a library service system based on information and communication technology as well as carrying out innovation and creativity in optimizing library tasks and functions. 
B. Definition of Mobile Library
According to Sulistyo Basuki, mobile libraries are a form of public library institution whose function is to provide vehicles to library users. In other words, mobile libraries have the function of providing services to communities that are far away, resulting in inaccessibility when visiting public libraries. A mobile library is a mobile library carrying all the collection materials owned by the library. (Sulistyo Basuki 1991).
According to Sutarno, quoted by Nely Rostinia, mobile libraries are a manifestation of the expansion of services provided by district/city public library institutions to local communities. Literally libraries provide services that focus on visiting library users at times determined by the library organization and in collaboration with library partners. (Restinia Minarso, 2002)
According to Muhammad Turmuzi, a mobile library is a form of library that is engaged in providing services to users in order to provide knowledge to the wider community with the concept of carrying all collection materials by vehicle to provide services to users located in remote areas. (Then Muhammad Turmuzi, 2020)
According to Nadya, a mobile library is one part of a public library institution which has the function of providing extensive services by visiting users using a four-wheeled transformation tool. The visit schedule has been agreed upon with the aim of providing flexibility to users who are located far away and remote from the location. The existence of library institutions can utilize and use library services. (Nadya Novyan Hidayati, 2021)
So the mobile mobile library is one form of breakthrough service provided by the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service in optimizing its role as an informal government institution whose function is to educate the nation's life in accordance with the mandate of Pancasila, targeting the general public, especially the people of Pangkalpinang city, residential areas, educational institutions such as schools, places of worship or government institutions located in the Batangpinang city government area.
C. Duties and Functions of Mobile Library Cars
According to Hafifa Majid, the mobile library according to the National Library has a special task as its role as a long arm of the role of the public library, among others. (Majid et al., 2021)
1) Providing services to communities in remote locations.
2) Carrying out library introductions in the form of promoting library services to people who have never been to the library.
3) Providing services is temporary.
4) Determine the location for the purpose of establishing a library service branch
5) Taking over the function of a library institution if it is not possible to establish a library in certain locations.

Meanwhile, according to the National Library of the Republic of Indonesia which researchers quoted from SenoTri Bayu Aji, revealed that the aims and purposes of implementing mobile library services (Aji & Heriyanto, 2013) are:
1) Providing equal distribution of information and knowledge services to communities in remote areas.
2) Facilitate public library institutions to develop informal education for the community.
3) Promoting library collection materials to the public.
4) Socialize the forms of services provided by public library institutions to the community.
5) Developing interest in reading and love of books among the wider community.
LibraryIn general, its duties and functions are to carry out all procedures or programs that have been established by public library institutions in the form of providing library material and information services to remote communities. Based on the concept of visiting users directly at the place and service time according to the specified location. Because the services provided by mobile libraries are different from those of permanent libraries, the services are adapted to the situation and conditions as well as the utilization of all the resources they have.
In general, mobile libraries have the task of serving people who have not been reached by permanent/public libraries. With the existence of a mobile library service, people who cannot visit the library due to the distance are quite far, so the public library provides a mobile library car service to answer all the worries and concerns of the people of the city of Pangandaran in obtaining information from reading books to increase insight and knowledge. Mobile libraries have an obligation to provide community services regardless of background, gender or certain conditions where they cannot access the public library directly, for example people with disabilities at YPAC institutions. Usually in this case the mobile library service will go to the relevant place to lend reading books. Sometimes, the existence and role of public libraries is not well known by the public, therefore mobile libraries have benefits apart from educating the public about library services, libraries can also be a promotional service and library outreach service to the general public about libraries. With this, the public can become more familiar with libraries and it is hoped that this can increase information literacy.
D. Mobile Library Services
According to Sutarno NS, quoted by Aulia Almi, a service can be said to be good if the service user gets a sense of happiness and satisfaction with what is served. In this case, a concrete example of a service is: a) providing services according to the wishes of library users, b) providing orientation to users, c) implementation times taking place quickly and precisely, d) service processes being carried out easily and simply, e) the services produced are cheaper and more economical, f) have an attractive and pleasant appearance so as to produce a feeling of sympathy for users, g) the services provided are varied, h) produce a sense of satisfaction so that users will always return to the library, i) behave in a friendly and polite manner, j) provide good guidance and direction, k) always provide innovative things, l) be able to increase competition and performance, m) be able to generate self-confidence in library users (Aulia Almi, 2012).
The reading materials provided in the mobile car vary according to the location and needs of the community to which the library is intended. If the library is directed towards the world of education or a place of worship, the library materials provided by the mobile car consist of a collection of fiction such as fairy tales, folk tales, picture books and story books, which make children the object of reading this library material. Apart from that, if the mobile library is aimed at a government institution or a place for community deliberation, the library materials that are brought are non-fiction books containing various information that really helps the community in making decisions, such as cooking books, farming or gardening books, or books about cultivation. All of these library materials contain information that can help people gain inspiration in creating jobs. Things like that are what makes the aim of the mobile library apart from fostering a reading culture in the community of Pangkalpinang City, and trying to create and present a socially inclusive library in the community of Pangkalpinang City in order to improve the economy of the local community.
The types of services provided by mobile library cars include borrowing and returning library materials (Circulation services), on-site reading services (Reference Services), storytelling services, and information literacy services. Apart from that, the mobile library also provides free WiFi services for the public to access the internet in the mobile library car environment.

RESULT AND DISCUSSION
A. Pangkalpinang City Library Organization
The Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service is a public library institution under the auspices of the Pangkal Pinang City Government. This city library institution is located atJl. Jendral Sudirman No.70, Batin Tikal, Kec. Taman Sari, Pangkal Pinang City, Bangka Belitung Islands.
B. Mobile Library Car Service at School
Mobile Library Car Service (MPK) is a form of library service with the concept of bringing all collection materials owned by the library-to-library users. Providing library materials in accordance with the wishes of the community in increasing insight and knowledge. Indirectly, library services are services that provide all forms of information desired by all users and are equipped with book information search facilities. (Fatmawati A. Rakib, 2013)
The Mobile Library Car (MPK) is equipped with various types of facilities provided by the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service, including various types of books/reading materials with titles and types including non-fiction books, story books, illustrated comics, magazines, encyclopedias, dictionaries, newspapers , magazines and other periodicals. All of this has been adapted to the needs of the people of the city of Batangpinang.
The reading books in the MPK are arranged neatly and regularly according to their classification number or calling number with the aim of providing convenience to users when searching for library materials and taking them from the metal shelves available in the Mobile Library Car. 
The collections owned by the Pangkalpinang City Archives and Library Service total 25,421 titles and 47,996 copies. Below the researcher attaches a recapitulation of library materials owned by the Pangkalpinang City Library Service, including:

Apart from that, there are other facilities, namely chairs and service tables for officers carry out registration for users who wish to use the service for borrowing and returning reading books and also provide plastic chairs for users when reading books on site and also provide writing equipment or a set of computers and wifi to support the smooth running of the service. The Mobile Library Car belonging to the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service is also equipped with a television set as an educational tool.

C. Visiting Time for The Mobile Library Car
Mobile Library Car (MPK) in providing library services to the community in the Pangkalpinang City environment. Mobile library car officers provide services to various places according to the schedule that has been prepared by the librarian and/or sub-coordinating officer in the library sector and has been given entry permission by the partner concerned.
Routinely, the Mobile Library Car (MPK) service carried out by employees of the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service is carried out in two shifts, namely in the morning between 08.30 to 10.00 WIB and the afternoon shift between 11.30 to 13.00 WIB. This timing is considered more effective for the convenience and interest of school students (users) in using the Mobile Library Car (MPK) to read the books that have been provided or borrow and return books and it is not uncommon for students to use them to play on the computer or watch videos. provided by MPK officers. By using this shift time, it is hoped that school children can optimize their rest time by visiting the Mobile Library Car.

D. The Role of Mobile Library Cars in Fulfiling the Infomration Needs of School Students
The Mobile Library Car (MPK) is one of the ways implemented by the Batangpinang city government in creating a literate society and developing a reading culture in the community, especially school children in the Pangandinang city government environment. Introducing a reading culture from an early age is a wise step taken by the government of the city of Pangandaran to create a society that is literate in information literacy and realizes the mandate of the 1945 Constitution.
MPK services have very broad targets, one of which is schools/Madrasahs. The school is an educational center in which there is a teaching and learning process so it is very important that it be enhanced with complete library materials with trusted sources owned by the Pangandinang city library, thus making it easier for students or teachers to update information or knowledge.
The use of MPK services can be seen from the many visits made by students and teachers to read or borrow library materials owned by the Mobile Library Car. The library materials provided are quite diverse and the collection is always updated, so that students are always presented with new books, so that a feeling of enthusiasm arises and a reading culture is created within the government of the city of Pangandaran.
Everyday MPK serves approximately 50 school students with their respective needs that they want to fulfill in a mobile library, such as reading books, borrowing books, returning library materials, listening to stories from librarians or playing on computers that have been prepared by the Batangpinang city library.

The Mobile Library Car is a form of facility provided by the public library of the city of Batangpinang to the people of the city of Batangpinang. Apart from that, the mobile library is also equipped with librarians who are ready and alert in providing services to the public in a good and friendly manner so that a feeling of joy and comfort is created in the hearts of visitors to the mobile library car. Apart from that, the task of a librarian is apart from creating a comfortable and good atmosphere, librarians can also guide the general public in obtaining information or library materials that suit the needs or requirements of users, both the general public and school students. This is a form of professionalism that every librarian must have in carrying out their duties.

E. Obstacles Faced by Mobile Library Cars
The problems or obstacles that are often experienced by the Mobile Library Car operated by the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service at this time are more due to the lack of budget allocation for purchasing fuel and maintenance costs for the four mobile library cars that are currently owned and can still be operated properly. Another obstacle is that not all schools can provide access to visits to their premises because the time for implementing face-to-face learning has not been fully implemented optimally, so mobile library cars are mostly in the garage of the Pangkalpinang City Library and Archives Service or visiting other places such as the Old Penitentiary (LAPAS) Tunu, special correctional institutions for narcotics convicts, and universities in the Pangkalpinang City area.

Weaknesses in the implementation of mobile library services using mobile library cars are generally the librarians' lack of dexterity/responsiveness in selecting library materials so that this results in less neatness of library materials in the MPK and the layout of books/reading materials not according to the specified categories. This results in library materials being disorganized with other library materials, so that users have difficulty finding the type/title of the book they want to read.
Another weakness is the limited availability and number of collections of reading materials as well as the physical condition of reading books which were damaged after two or three borrowing and returning processes. In fact, this factor is one of the important aspects that can make mobile library cars popular/attractive to school children if the availability of a collection of reading materials in terms of quantity, type and title can meet the needs of children according to their respective characters and interests, for example increasing collection of picture books, story books with attractive cover images, and others.

CONCLUSION
The existence of the library by providing various types of services as an institution providing informal education in order to fulfill the mandate stated in the 1945 Constitution and the foundation for the formation of the Indonesian State Government, especially in educating the nation's life, because every citizen has the right to receive education whether obtained through formal or informal channels. to develop personal potential which aims to increase knowledge, insight and intelligence. This cannot be separated from the role and support of many parties, including the government, educational institutions and the community as stake holders.
Therefore, the main task of every library is to build a strong collection for the benefit of utilizing library services and increasing innovation in types of services so that all potential users can be reached and served. Before providing a reading collection, there must be a reference that is used, so that the collection presented is in accordance with what school children (users) need.
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
